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DIRECTIONS:   

Be sure to follow these directions to arrive in the correct bus entrance.  
Busses and support vehicles from each school must arrive together or we cannot guarantee they will be parked 

together. 

 
From the Riverside area: 
Take the 60 West past the 57 FWY.  Exit Nogales and turn Left going South.  Turn Left on Colima and turn Right on 
Otterbein. The school will be on the left hand side.  1A and 2A bands turn Left at 1st driveway at North end of Rowland 
High School.  3A, 4A, 5A and 6A bands continue past school to the main parking lot’s South entrance.   
 
From the San Gabriel Valley area: 
Take the 10 East to the 605 South to the 60 East.  Exit Nogales and turn right going South.  Turn Left on Colima and 
turn Right on Otterbein.  The school will be on the left hand side.  1A and 2A bands turn Left at 1st driveway at North 
end of Rowland High School.  3A, 4A, 5A and 6A bands continue past school to the main parking lot’s South entrance. 
 
From the Orange County area: 
Take the 57 North and exit on Pathfinder and go Left.  Then turn Right on Nogales, then Right on Killian.  You will be 
right in front of the school.  1A and 2A bands will make a Left on Otterbein and then Right into the driveway at the 
North end of Rowland High School.  3A, 4A, 5A, and 6A bands will turn Right on Otterbein then a left into the parking 
lot’s South entrance.

ARRIVAL/CHECK IN: 

Upon your arrival, we will hand stamp all Students and Chaperones.  Performing students will sit on the south side of 

the stadium. Directors will receive a packet with VIP Passes for staff and any last minute information pertinent to the 
Tournament. Please gauge your arrival time to meet the needs of unloading, dressing, and warming-up in preparation 
for your performance.  
 
ADMISSION: 
Tickets will be available at the East ticket booth for the price of $8.00 for General Admission, $5.00 for Children aged 
5 to 12 years and Seniors 62 years and older, and children under 5 are free. 

Rowland accepts only cash for admission payment.  

 

ANNOUNCER: 
We will provide an announcer that will be located in the press box.  If you prefer to have your own announcer speak, 
please let me know so we can bring him/her to the press box.   
 
CONCESSION STAND: 
A variety of food and beverages will be on sale to your students, chaperones and band parents. Please ADVISE your 
students and parents that these items will be sold on the East side of the stadium.  
ABSOLUTELY NO ICE CHESTS, FOOD OR DRINK WILL BE ALLOWED INTO ROWLAND STADIUM. 

The Rowland Unified School District PROHIBITS COOKING/FOOD PREPARATION in their PARKING 

LOTS.  You are asked to adhere to this policy.  This is a fundraiser event and we encourage all participants to 

support the Rowland High School Band by purchasing food at the concession stands in the stadium. 
 
 
VIDEO TAPING: 
Taping will be allowed at the top of the stands, ONLY.  NO taping will be allowed from the top of the press box.

Your assigned seating chart will be given to you at BUS CHECK IN on the day of the event. 
 

PARKING: 
Since busses will take most of the lot at the school, parents will have to park around the school in the neighborhood 
streets.  Parking will be available at Killian Elementary School on Lerona Ave. south of Killian Ave. (2 blocks west of 
Rowland HS).  We will keep you informed if additional parking lots become available.  Sorry for any inconvenience.  
 
PERCUSSION EQUIPMENT: 
Please make sure you have adequate staff or pit crews to assist moving your percussion equipment to and from the 
performance area. Please call me directly if you need our help. We ask that all pit percussion sections arrive at least 
ONE band prior to your group’s scheduled performance time. WHEN MOVING YOUR EOUIPMENT 
PLEASE REMEMBER. NO TRUCKS OF ANY SIZE OR WEIGHT WILL BE ALLOWED ON THE TRACK 
DURING THIS EVENT. 
 

ADJUDICATION FORMS: 
We will be using the SCSBOA "Caption Sheets". 
 
AWARDS CEREMONY: 

Please send your leaders to the fifty-yard line on the visitor's side immediately after the last band’s performance. 
 
WARM-UP: 
Full band warm-up, drill team/color guard warm-up and percussion warm-ups can be done in the school (in all warm up 
areas, instruments MUST face away from the stadium). You may warm up in these areas as long as you wish. It is your 
responsibility to move to the final staging area on time! (NORTH EAST END OF STADIUM). 
 
IMPORTANT! WE ASK THAT YOUR PERFORMANCE GROUP BE PREPARED TO MOVE AT LEAST 15 

MINUTES PRIOR TO YOUR PERFORMANCE TIME. ANY UNIT IN THE STAGING AREA OR ANY 

OTHER AREA OTHER THAN THE WARM UP AREA, WHICH INTERFERES WITH A COMPETING 

UNIT DURING THEIR PERFORMANCE, MAY BE GIVEN A 1.0 PENALTY OFF THE BAND SHEET. 

THIS PENALTY MAY BE GIVEN AFTER THE FIRST WARNING AND FOR EACH SUBSEQUENT 

WARNING. 

 

CHANGING AREAS: 
All uniform changing must be done in your vehicles or in the restrooms on campus.  
 

HOSPITALITY: 
There will be a section on the map for Band Directors and Staff personnel with "VIP Passes" ONLY! Please advise 
your organization that this is a private area to all Band Directors and Staff.  The Rowland Band Boosters will provide 
meals in our Hospitality area.
