Attention Parents

All members of our program must PRACTICE at home! We no longer have after school rehearsals, weekly sectionals, or weekend rehearsals to help the ensembles improve. My expectation is for students to be practicing their instruments at home on a daily basis for a minimum of 25 minutes, preferably more. This expectation IS the daily homework for our program. If your student says that they do not have anything to practice, they are lying! They always have something to practice!

Here are some NEW practice tips for students:
After playing some long tones for warm-up and reviewing scales, identify parts in your music that are difficult to play such as 8th and 16th note runs, passages with many interval leaps, or phrases with many accidentals. Go through the passage slowly, hold out each note in order of the passage, then play at a slow tempo. Continue to repeat the phrase and gradually pick-up the tempo. This requires a lot of patience and discipline but will get you the musical results you are looking for. 

Find the piece on-line on Youtube or www.jwpepper.com and listen to a recording or live performance of the piece. Play along to it as if it were your performance. 
Before you start your homework from other classes, set-up your instrument and get out your band music. Work on another classes’ homework, take a 10-minute break and play your instrument. Then go back to hitting the books and take another break to play.  This will give you a chance to take a breather from your books and cut loose a bit on your instrument! It’s a great way to study!
